I want to invite you to take a look at an imaginary or
a real map of where you live. Are you looking at the
map? Okay great. Now as you look at this map, place
a pin on the map that represents where you spend
most of your time during the day. Now that you have
done that, place more pins on the map to represent
the people that you spend the most time with at your
location. You should have several pins clustered
around your pin.

As a disciple of Jesus Christ, you have a mission
field that is both local and global. Your local mission
field is your primary mission field because you spend
most of your time within that field. That cluster of
pins is your primary mission field. Ask yourself, of
the people within this cluster, how many of them
have a relationship with Jesus Christ? How many do
not?

It's probably safe to say that at least one of them

does not yet have a relationship with Christ. It
could be that one of those people that you know
could be one of the 19 people that we have been
charged to introduce to Jesus Christ and bring to
church.

Remember the goal? We are to introduce nineteen
people to Christ and bring them to church by the end
of June. That is a church-wide total. In reality, we
already have four people, so we only have fourteen
people to go.

Now you may be asking, "Where do 1 begin? How
should 1 do this?"

Think back to your primary mission field. Where do
you spend most of your hours (awake) with other

people? Examples are your job, clubs, the gym, so-
cial circle, church (yes church), schools, busi-
nesses, Scouts, sports practices and more....

As you get to know these people, ask God to grant
you an opportunity to share your faith story with
someone. Believe that God believes in you and will
give you the strength and courage to carry out this
task.

Yes it's scary and uncomfortable for some of us,
but you will find that the more you share your
faith story, the more you will learn about yourself
and God, and your faith will grow. Not to mention,
someone else’s faith in Christ will grow, also.

You can do it, Jesus says he will be with you always!
