HEALTH MINISTRY HIGHLIGHTS

Would you like to have more information on the drugs 
you are taking but do not have access to a computer to 
look them up?  Do you have questions about your medi-
cations that your doctors have not answered?  Now 
you have the option of looking them up yourself.  New 
in the WUMC library is a copy of the 2010 Physicians’ 
Desk Reference (PDR) for your convenience.  Since 
this is a large and expensive book (over 3000 pages), it 
must be used within the library and may not be 
checked out.  This book is the source for prescription 
drug information that is used by physicians and other 
health professionals in their daily practice.  Many 
over-the-counter drugs are included as well.  To look 
up a medication, use the index in the front of the book 
and look for either the brand name or the generic 
name, and you will be directed to the page for that 
medicine.  I recommend that you bring your prescrip-
tion bottles with you or the packaging that the medi-
cation come in, so that you can get the correct spell-
ing.  Also in the PDR you will find color pictures of 
many common pills in case you have found old pills 
around the house and have forgotten what they are or 
what strength they might be (yes, this really does 
happen)!

Look for the very large red book on the shelf on the 
back wall of the library.  As always, if you have ques-
tions about your medicines or any other health issues 
or problems, you may call me and schedule a confiden-
tial meeting, and as your parish nurse, I will be happy 
to assist you.
