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ASHES & LENT
The season of Lent begins Feb. 17 with Ash Wednesday service and concludes on Holy Saturday, 
April 3. During these 40 days, not counting Sundays, we will prepare to celebrate Easter. Here 

at WUMC we will continue our annual practice of fasting, praying, confessing and repenting of our sins. Please 
begin preparing your hearts and minds to sacrifice and observe the spiritual disciplines: worship, Bible study, 
fasting, praying, Christian conversations, acts of mercy, Holy Communion, Holy Baptism. You will be hearing 
more about this season of preparation and penance in coming days and weeks.  

In the meantime, begin to pray about what you will give up (fast) for 40 days in order to focus on the sacrifi-
cial price Jesus paid for your sins. Study the Book of Jonah, which will be our Lenten Bible study. Mark your 
calendars, and instead of the Wednesday Night Live meal and classes, join us Feb. 17 -- Ash Wednesday 
worship service at 6:30 p.m. In addition to receiving the ashes that remind us we are sinners, and the conse-
quences of sin, we will complete Vows for Fasting cards. The offering will go into the Benevolence Fund to help 
those in need in our community and congregation.

PRAY FOR OUR CONFIRMATION STUDENTS
Be in prayer for the six youth who begin the Confirmation process next month. For six weeks the students will 
study: (1) God, sin and grace; (2) Jesus Christ; (3) The Holy Spirit; (4) The Body of Christ in action; (5) United 
Methodist History & Doctrine; and (6) What it means to be a Christian. The curriculum is titled, “Claim the 
Name.” Ann Decker, pastor of Hazelgreen UMC will help me lead this class. As we meet March 3, 10, 24, 31 and 
April 7 & 14, pray that our youth will understand and proclaim Jesus as Lord and Savior.  Youth/Confirmation 
Sunday is April 18, a blended worship day.

You Can Tune a Piano but You Can’t Tuna Fish

A friend of mine, Rev. Bill Kenagy, pastor of Rockville 
United Methodist Church posted the following comment 
on his wall this morning –

Sabbatical wisdom nugget: "The more you 
practice giving your mental burdens to the 
Lord, the more exciting it gets to see how 
God will handle the things that are impos-
sible for you to do anything about." -
Laugh Again

I like that quote, as it reminds me of the Serenity 
Prayer, “God grant me the serenity to accept the things 
I cannot change, the courage to change the things I can, 
and the wisdom to know the difference.”

Have you heard of the group, REO Speedwagon?  Hon-
estly, no offense, but I’ve never been a big fan of 
theirs.  However, I really like the title to one of their 
albums – “You Can Tune a Piano but You Can’t Tuna Fish.”

Makes sense doesn’t it?  While there are some things I 
can do, God is ultimately in charge.  I mean, I’m pretty 
sure it’s safe to say that God can indeed tuna fish.   

God certainly does amazingly awesome and mighty acts; 
miracles that we often cannot even comprehend until 
after God is finished. Yet, all too often we still spend a 
great deal of time either worrying about things that are 
completely out of our control, or we tend to take the 
steering wheel and end up stranded in the middle of no-
where in a ditch!  Or worse, we do absolutely nothing, 
which can get us into quite a fix as well.

So where is the balance?

Maybe it’s in the way we worship God. The kind of wor-
ship that Jesus talks about when he says, “God is spirit, 
and those who worship him must worship in spirit and 
truth.” – John 4:24

would hear people wailing with grief and singing, and 
if there was an aftershock, you would hear the cries 
of fear.”

In the ruins of the Hotel Montana, three mission ex-
ecutives with The United Methodist Church were 
trapped, along with other mission partners.  All were 
found, but two of the mission executives - the Rev. 
Sam Dixon with the United Methodist Committee on 
Relief and the Rev. Clinton Rabb with Mission Volun-
teers - died from their injuries.

As members of her group tried to evacuate the coun-
try, Carter secured a seat on a cargo plane flown by 
Bahamas Methodist Habitat, an outreach ministry of 
the Bahamas Conference of the Methodist Church.  
She returned home Jan 15.

“I wanted to be like the pope and kiss the ground,” 
Carter told the Charlotte Observer newspaper about 
her first thoughts upon arriving home.  Two other 
women from North Carolina who had been with her in 
Haiti, as well as Kaufman from the Wyoming Confer-
ence, also made it home.

Long-term need:  Carter said she is concerned that 
“people understand how much Haiti needed us before 
this and how they ought to multiply that a hundred-
fold now.”

“Haiti is such a hard place,” she added.  “You could 
pick anywhere else in the world for this to happen, 
and it would be easier to get help to them.  The run-
way’s too short and the roads are horrible, and 
there’s hardly any communication.” She hopes the 
outpouring of aid and donations will last long after 
the story filters out of the news cycle.   “Haiti 
needed long-term commitment before this ever hap-
pened.  I hope people put their commitment in to do 
more than just a one-time gift.”  

Providence Church, led by Carter’s husband, the Rev. 
Kenneth Carter Jr., has scheduled another trip to 
Haiti in March, but she said that might be postponed.  
Whenever the trip happens, she plans to be on it.

“When the time is right, I will go back and there will 
be many more people wanting to go help.”

HAITI QUAKE SURVIVOR VOWS
RETURN FOLLOWING HER ORDEAL

One seat was available on the cargo plane leaving earth-
quake-ravaged Haiti, and Pam Carter took it.

“They came in and said, ‘If you can take just a bag that 
will fit on your lap and leave, you can meet us’ and get on 
the plane, she said.

I looked at Patti (Kaufman of the Wyoming Annual Con-
ference Haiti Partnership) and said, ‘Patti, I can do that, 
and I’m ready to go home’, and she said, ‘Please go 
home.”...I felt kind of bad leaving her, but I felt like it 
was a choice we were both making, and she was in a safe 
place.”

Carter had been in Haiti to do mission work and attend a 
conference in Port-au-Prince on behalf of her church.  
The Rev. Gesner Paul, president of the Methodist 
Church in Haiti, had invited churches and United Meth-
odist missions staff to discuss work in his country.  
Carter’s church, Providence United Methodist Church of 
Charlotte, NC. has a decades-old Haiti initiative.

The meeting had ended for the day and Carter was at 
the Methodist Guest House when a 7.0-magnitude 
earthquake struck Jan 12.  “After the shaking stopped, 
I ran downstairs and outside”, she said.  “The building 
next to us had partially collapsed, but our building was 
left standing.  There were glasses on a cart downstairs 
that remained intact where they had been.

“Everybody’s first thought was seeing if we had e-mail 
so we could contact our families,” Carter said.  “We did 
one group e-mail for fear of losing power or Internet.  
We listed everybody’s e-mail address we could think of 
and typed furiously.”  Chaos and heartbreak.

Since the guest house wasn’t affected “the folks there 
immediately started trying to help wounded people in 
that neighborhood,” Carter said.  “The courtyard be-
came a place for people to camp out and get medical help 
- as much as we were qualified to do.  Through the day, 
we realized we still had electricity and water.  Unbe-
lievably, the next morning the guest house staff came in 
to make coffee.  It was so surreal given the carnage 
around us, but it was almost like sanctuary.”  Outside  
that sanctuary, chaos reigned.  

We saw the Hotel Montana and how awful that was,” 
Carter said.  “We saw people who were hurt and couldn’t 
be helped.  It was just heartbreaking.  At night you

While traveling in the 
Middle East, two Chris-
tian missionaries were put 
in a local village jail with-
out a trial and after pub-
lic humiliation. While in 
jail they prayed and sang hymns while their fellow in-
mates looked on with humor and mocking. Suddenly 
there was an earthquake and all the jail doors flew open. 
The man in charge of the local village jail ran to the 
damaged building to find many of the prisoners had es-
caped and knew he was in serious trouble with the local 
leaders. He was so fearful he was about to kill himself 
when one of the prisoners that did not run away shouted 
to him, saying, “Stop, we are still here”. The jailer called 
for lights and rushed in to find his two most important 
prisoners, the two Christian missionaries, sitting on the 
floor among the rubble. The jailer brought the men out-
side and was so moved by their faith in Jesus Christ he 
asked, "Sirs, what must I do to be saved?"  The jailer 
received a life-changing education by two true believers 
and became a disciple of Jesus Christ.  We don’t know 
the name of the jailer but we do know the names of the 
two Christian missionaries, Paul and Silas as recorded in 
the Book of Acts, chapter 16 in the Bible.  Christian 
education happens every day, sometimes when we least 
expect it.

HAPPY 100TH YEAR ANNIVERSARY 
BOY SCOUTS OF AMERICA

Hello church family and friends.  Did you know that 
the scouting program that meets at our church is 
alive and going strong? Some of you might be won-
dering what scouting is and how you can be a part 
of it.

Boy Scouts is an old organization that was founded in 
Great Britain by Sir Robert Baden-Powell in 1908 “to 
help boys become better men and to have fun” while 
doing it. Scouting was brought to the U.S. by William 
D. Boyce in 1909 and was incorporated as the Boy 
Scouts of America in 1910. “Service to others has 
always been a central part of scouting” and through 
their outstanding support toward the war effort 
during WWI, the United States Congress showed its 
appreciation by granting the organization a special 
congressional charter in 1916.

Today, the scouting program is designed to meet the 
needs of boys based on age. Cub Scouts is for boys 
who are in the 1st through 5th grade and can advance 
from the rank of Tiger to WEBELOS. A Cub Scout 
can bridge to Boy Scouts in February while in the 5th

grade. A boy then remains in the Boy Scouts program 
until he reaches his 18th birthday.  While in Boy 
Scouts, a boy can advance from the rank of Tender-
foot to Eagle.  Boy Scouts of America has also added  
a new co-ed program called Venturing Crew. This 
program is designed for young adults from the age 
of fourteen who have completed the 8th grade until 
they reach their 21st birthday. Venture Crew is de-
signed to “help young people to be responsible adults 
through challenging and high-adventure activities”.
