| would like to share an experience that occurred December 16th. We arrived at my daughter’s the 15th
in Lebanon (617 Woody Street, c/o Renee & Michael Perrine, Lebanon 65536) until we relocate in Spring-
field. The morning of the 16th a neighbor asked Michael to check on their neighbor. The neighbor, Sean,
31 years old wasn'’t responding to his doorbell or phone. The “inside” dogs were left outside all night.
Michael found the body. Sean committed suicide by carbon dioxide. (con’t on inside)
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
