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Dear Pastor and church members,

We are thankful for all of the pastors and churches 
of the Missouri Conference and the ministries that 
affect so many lives.  We continue to be strongly 
committed to providing safe and hospitable atmos-
pheres for these ministries to take place.  Missouri 
United Methodists are determined to provide an envi-
ronment in which all persons are safe from abuse and 
have safe sanctuary.

As was reported at our Annual Conference Session 
last June by our Conference Chancellor, Larry 
Tucker, we have been involved in a lawsuit which 
claimed a lay pastor working at a United Methodist 
Church sexually abused a young man in 1970-1971.  
That lawsuit has now been resolved through a settle-
ment that we believe is in the best interests of all 
the parties involved.  As we reflect on that process, 
we are reminded of the extreme importance of our 
Safe Sanctuaries processes in our collaborative min-
istry together.  And, we are resolved to use this ex-
perience as an opportunity to remind our pastors and 
congregations about certain Missouri Conference poli-
cies and procedures we believe presently foster, and 
will continue to foster, an environment in which all 
persons are safe from abuse.

The Missouri Conference has one of the best abuse 
prevention policies (The Safe Sanctuaries program) in 
our United Methodist connection.  We take very seri-
ously any allegation of abuse and will not tolerate it.  
All of our churches have been directed by the Con-
ference to adopt a policy addressing sexual abuse and 
have been encouraged to have policies and procedures 
consistent with the Conference Safe Sanctuary 
policy.  That policy can be found on our Conference 
Website at www.moumethodist.org.  If you have

CHURCH COUNCIL

The church council with a unanimous vote of 
members present, voted to move into a “Leadership 
Accountability” structure.  It will be presented at 
church conference for final vote and approval by the 
district superintendent.  If passed, this change in 
governance will go into effect 1 January 2011.

This re-organizational structure will give us the 
ability to better utilize our time, skills, efforts and 
finances to fulfill our mission to make disciples of 
Jesus Christ.  It will also better enable us to 
evaluate our successes, strengths, and identify 
areas which require improvement.

Under this structure, the senior pastor supervises 
and evaluates staff, provides spiritual leadership and 
is accountable to the church council and district su-
perintendent.  We will have paid and unpaid staff to 
manage the on-going involvement of members and 
constituents in our various ministries.  These staff 
members are also accountable to the senior pastor.

The church council, comprised of ten members, will 
set policy, handle select issues and evaluate the 
senior pastor.  Membership of the council will 
rotate, with each member serving for three 
years.  The church council is accountable to the

Additionally, we encourage all congregations to post 
the Missouri Child Abuse Hotline number, 
1-800-392-3738, in a prominent place in the church 
along with the following statement:

        “The physical or sexual abuse of any child,
        youth, man or woman at any United Metho-
        dist church will not be tolerated.  If a 
        person has a concern or a complaint about
        the treatment of any child, youth, adult or
        vulnerable adult that person should report
        the concern to Rev. Dick Curry, assistant 
        to the Bishop, at 877-736-1806.  The
        Conference will promptly respond to a 
        reported concern.  In addition, if a person
        believes that a crime has been committed,
        it should be reported to local law enforce-
        ment authorities.”

As set forth in the Missouri Conference Safe 
Sanctuaries policy, “[t]he Missouri Annual Conference 
is committed to the well being of every person 
entrusted to its care as well as those persons 
entrusted to the care of the United Methodist 
churches throughout Missouri.”  May this statement 
continue to guide and focus us as we all work together 
to provide Safe Sanctuary for all who are a part of 
our churches and ministries across Missouri.
